you in thanksgiving this holy and living 
sacrifice. 
 
Look, we pray, upon the oblation of your 
Church and, recognising the sacrificial 
Victim by whose death 
you willed to reconcile us to yourself, 
grant that we, who are nourished by the 
Body and Blood of your Son and filled 
with his Holy Spirit, may become one 
body, one spirit in Christ. 
 
May he make of us  
an eternal offering to you, 
so that we may obtain an inheritance  
 with your elect, 
especially with the most Blessed Virgin 
Mary, Mother of God, with blessed 
Joseph her spouse, with your blessed 
Apostles and glorious Martyrs (with 
Saint N. the Saint of the day or Patron 
Saint) and with all the Saints, 
on whose constant intercession in your 
presence we rely for unfailing help. 
 
May this Sacrifice of our reconciliation, 
we pray, O Lord, advance the peace and 
salvation of all the world. Be pleased to 
confirm in faith and charity your pilgrim 
Church on earth, 
with your servant N. our Pope and N. 
our Bishop, his assistant Bishop(s) the 
Order of Bishops, all the clergy, 
and the entire people you have gained  
 for your own. 
Listen graciously to the prayers of this  
  family,
